SAN FRANCISCO, CA – August 9, 2022 – San Francisco Performances (SFP) opens its 43nd season on Friday, 

October 7, with highly acclaimed pianist Garrick Ohlsson and the Apollon Musagète Quartet performing works 

by Bach, Dvořák, and Shostakovich in the intimate Herbst Theatre.  

 

Since his triumph as winner of the 1970 Chopin International Piano Competition, pianist Garrick Ohlsson has 

consistently proven himself worldwide as a musician of magisterial interpretive and technical prowess. He teams up 

for our season opening performance with the young Apollon Musagète Quartet, rising stars who are captivating 

audiences worldwide with their dynamism and creativity. 

 

The following day, October 8, we launch our popular Saturday Morning Series with the Alexander String 

Quartet and Robert Greenberg, SFP’s Music Historian-In-Residence. This season, they’ll explore and celebrate 

the music that mirrored the technological, philosophical, and artistic sea change in the Western world between 1889 

and 1918 in the most far-ranging and adventurous series in their 30 years together. Each concert will highlight 

music from a different country. Their 5-concert series continues through March 2023.

Adam Tendler is recipient of the 
Lincoln Center Award for Emerging Artists; Jenny Lin has more than 40 recordings to her credit and is widely 
acclaimed for her technical virtuosity. Their program includes the World Premiere of their own arrangement of selections 

from Les Enfants Terrible for 2 pianos. 

 

 

December 1 marks the San Francisco Performances debut of Junction Trio, an eclectic new group made up of 

three internationally recognized talents who raise the bar to a new level of performance excitement: Stefan Jackiw 

on violin, Conrad Tao on piano, and Jay Campbell, cello. Their program includes works by Ravel, Ives, and Conrad 

Tao.
